Don’t let the Word slip 
Don’t drift from the TRUTH you have heard 
• When you hear, Satan comes immediately to steal the Word. 
• Trials / afflictions / persecution comes to take the Word from you. 
• Cares / anxieties stop the Word from growing in your heard. 
• Cares of the world, desire for other things and deceitfulness of riches choke the 
Word. 
TARRY in God’s Presence 
REMOVE excuses for not getting into the Word 
 

6. YOU NEED THE WORD! 

Read Luke 10:38-42 
ONE THING IS NEEDED 
Jesus says: YOU NEED THE WORD 
THERE IS NOTHING MORE IMPORTANT / SIGNIFICANT THAN GOD’S WORD 
What is going on in your HEART MORE than seeking God’s WORD? 
What are you listening to / looking at more than God’s WORD? 
If the Word is lacking, everything else will be lacking.
